NCMHA Release Policy

General Release Policy

1.1
Releases for all programming at a higher level than U9 (Novice) division, shall be granted for any player trying out for a higher level of programming that NCMHA does not offer (House League, A, AA etc.).  

1.2
Reviewing a players Request for Release or Permission to Skate will only be considered upon confirmation of the players registration with NCMHA, a completed request for release has been submitted and the required refundable deposit of $100.00 has been received.
1.3
All requests for Permission to Skate must be submitted a minimum of 1 week prior to select try-out date.  Any requests after this deadline may be rejected. 
Grandfather Release Policy
2.1
If a child, has for whatever reason not been playing within the NCMHA for 6 consecutive years or more, (which will most likely be 3 divisions of hockey), they can remain playing outside of the NCMHA catchment area. This however, does not by relationship permit any other children in the same household to be grandfathered. 

2.2
The General Release Policy will be in effect for all players who may qualify for the Grandfather Release. Although a release is being granted to the child that is grandfathered without issue, it is still required, as per the NOHA releases. 
2.3
The current release policy that is in place will be followed based on whether the team is full, capped, or playing in a higher caliber of hockey.
Initiation Release Policy
3.1
Based on the guidelines set forth in the U7 (Initiation Program), a release will not be granted to any player that is aged 4, 5 and 6. Unless NCMHA Executive decides to fold the team at that time.

Novice Release Policy

4.1
NCMHA will not be granting a release for any U9 (Novice) aged player. Releases will be granted once the team CAP of 17 has been reached. These releases will be granted based on who was registered first, with the required $100 refundable deposit and a Request for Release form completed. 

Team Cap Release Policy

5.1
Release for House League players for all programming higher than U9 (Novice) will be granted once that team reaches its capacity. Releases will be granted to players who have registered first, with the $100.00 registration deposit in hand and Request for Release completed.
